•To earn a Bachelor of Science degree with a major in civil engineering, a student must earn a grade of “C-” or better in 
all of the courses listed under “Major Program Requirements,” the appropriate “Emphasis Requirements,” and “Other 
Program Requirements.” 
 

Course Advising Notes: M171: Students not prepared for M 171 their first semester should consider taking M 151 the 
summer prior. See note about math. 
BIOB160: Need to make sure Carroll will take this for their BI123/132. 
CHMY121: CH 111. Carroll required course 
WRIT201: If a student takes additional math requirements to prepare for M 171 in semester 1 (M121, M151) students 
may not need to take this course. Check total credits earned towards degree to make sure that student earns required 
60 credits needed. See note about math. This is a good course option for students on this pathway 
PHSX220: Take PHYS 205 at Carroll 
BGEN220: H&FA. Need instructor approval for BGEN 220. BGEN 220 is PHIL 207 at Carroll, which is required for this 
degree. 
PHSX222: Take PHYS 206 at Carroll 
1 of HSTA101, HSTA102, HSTA255: S&PS/H. All three meet Carroll 
course requirements. Can be taken 
any semester 
COMX111 or COMX115: Either course will meet Carroll’s CO 101 requirement for Oral Communications. Both courses 
offered every fall, spring, and summer semester. 
ENSC105: If a student takes additional math 
requirements to prepare for M 171 
in semester 1 (M121, M151) 
students may not need to take this 
course. Check total credits earned 
towards degree to make sure that 
student earns required 60 credits 
needed.
